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Instructions:

1.In a large bowl, mix the flour, salt, and cream of tartar together.

2.Add the vegetable oil and boiling water to the dry mixture. Stir until well
combined.

3.If desired, add a few drops of food coloring and knead the dough until the
color is evenly distributed.

4.Allow the playdough to cool for a few minutes before kneading it further.

5.0nce cooled, knead the playdough on a clean surface until it reaches a
smooth and pliable consistency.

6.Store the playdough in an airtight container or plastic bag when not in use.

2 cups all-purpose flour
1 cup salt
2 tablespoons cream of tartar ’

2 tablespoons vegetable oil
Food coloring (optional)
1.5 cups boiling water

forms.
4.Allow the playdough to cool for a few minutes.
5.0nce cooled, knead the playdough on a clean surface until it becomes smooth
and elastic.
6.Store the playdough in an airtight container©r plastic bag when not in use.
